= The photo must, inits en rety, be a single work of original material taken by the contestant.

= The photo must not contain content that is inappropriate, indecent, obscene, hateful, tortuous, defamatory,
slanderous or libelous.

= The photo must not contain material that promotes bigotry, racism, hatred or harm against any group or
individual or promotes discrimina on based on race, sex, religion, na onality, disability, sexual orienta on or age.
= The photo must not contain material that is unlawful, in viola on of or contrary to the laws or regula ons in any
state where the photo was created.

Condi ons of Entry:
